Ingredients:  
1 stick melted butter 
3 eggs 
1 cup crushed pineapple (drained) 
2 cups bananas (smashed) 
1 cup blueberries 
1 ½ cups flour 
1 tsp. almond extract 
1 cup walnuts (chopped) 
1 cup pecans (chopped) 
1 tsp. baking soda 
¼ tsp. salt 

¼ cup sugar (optional) 

Mix sugar, flour, salt & soda.  Blend butter, eggs & almond extract. 

Stir in bananas, pineapple, blueberries & nuts. 

Bake in 2 loaf pans at 325° for 45 to 50 minutes or until the middle
